          Four names for one Feast 
 
On 29th January, we shall celebrate a very important  
Christian Feast that is actually given four different  
names. 
 
The first name of the Feast is ‘The Presentation of  
Christ’, because it commemorates the presentation of  
Christ in the Temple at Jerusalem, exactly forty days after 
his birth.  Our Lord was brought to the Temple by his mother, accompanied 
by Joseph; and in the Temple, Jesus was carried in the arms of the righteous 
Simeon and watched over by the prophetess Anna.   
 
This meeting between Simeon and Anna and the Saviour is why this Feast 
has another, very common name: 'The Meeting of the Lord'.  Upon meeting 
Christ, Simeon uttered a beautiful and popular prayer which is now known 
as the Nunc Dimittis.  Following this meeting, both Simeon and Anna knew 
that they had seen the Messiah. 

 
The Feast had yet another name, ‘The Purification of the Virgin’.  According 
to the Old Testament (Lev 12. 2-8), Jewish mothers were to submit 
themselves to the Temple forty days after childbirth for a ritual of 
purification.  Although this Feast is in honour of Jesus, it also honours the 
Mother of God, who came to fulfil the obligations of this Law. 

         
And finally, this Feast is popularly known as ‘Candlemas’, the ‘Feast of the 
Candles’.  When this Feast was first celebrated in Rome, candles were lit (as 
they used to be lit in the Temple).  In the Christian Church, these lit candles 
remind us of Simeon’s prophecy, that Christ would be ‘a light for revelation 
to the Gentiles and for glory to your people Israel’ (Lk 2. 32). 
 
As we celebrate this important Feast together, let us ask ourselves: 

How can we present ourselves afresh to Jesus? 
What can we present today to the ‘Temple’, or the Church?

‘Anglo-Catholic’….matters 
 

St Stephen’s Church has a long and rich Anglo-Catholic 
tradition.  Each month, the Parish Magazine will 
feature an article about one aspect of this tradition, which 
contributes so much to our corporate worship and the life 
of our church community. 

 
PROCESSIONS 

 

Processions in the Christian Church were already well-established by the 
fourth century, and from a very early stage were accompanied by hymns 
and prayers. 
 

Liturgical processions were revived in the Church of England by the 
members of the Oxford Movement during the 19th century.  In Ritual 
Notes, an Anglo-Catholic liturgical manual first published in 1894, it is 
stated that ‘a solemn procession, as part of the ceremony proper to the 
occasion, is ordered to be held respectively at Candlemas; on Palm 
Sunday; in the Triduum sacrum (Maundy Thursday through Easter); at the 
Rogations (days of prayer and fasting, especially before the Feast of the 
Ascension); and on Corpus Christi.’  The Notes also indicate that 
processions may be organised to mark other important events. 
 

Processions are distinct acts of worship in themselves.  According to 
ancient custom, it is recommended (when appropriate) to make one or 
more ‘stations’ during the procession:  the procession can stop, for 
example, at the rood or at the chancel steps; or before the shrine or statue 
of a saint (such as St Stephen); or at the Christmas Crib; or at the Easter 
Garden.    
 

Incense is prescribed for certain liturgical processions, and banners can 
also be carried.  In some processions, such as the Candlemas procession, 
lit hand-candles may be used. 
 

 



 

 

Processions involve not only the thurifer, cross-bearer, acolytes, choir, 
torchbearer, MC (Master of Ceremonies), churchwardens and the 
clergy; they can also include members of societies, fraternities, Scouts, 
Guides, and members of the congregation. 
  
A procession always follows a prescribed route.  Initially, according to 
Ritual Notes, processions were always to start and to finish at the altar, 
but in recent times they have followed other patterns.  As 
Churchwarden Tony Kaines pointed out in a past issue of the 
Magazine, according to the New English Hymnal published in 1986, 
‘Processions have a value in marking the high days of the liturgical 
year.  One form which the procession can take is as a festival entrance 
before the Eucharist.  When so used, it is a token pilgrimage to the 
holy place, and should not begin at the altar, but at some other point in 
the church where the ministers and singers can assemble.  So it 
becomes a means of arriving at the sanctuary.’
